Item 3.9	Minutes.  The minutes of 2025 Ellesborough Parish Council AGM held on the 12th of May 2025 were unanimously approved and signed by the Chairman.

Item 3.10	Road Safety Issues – traffic calming measures are to be discussed at the Annual Parish Meeting on Thursday 21.05.26

Item 3.10.1 MVAS update – data was analysed by Cllr Keeble and shows speeding occurring mostly early morning and late evening (between 10pm -4am!) – one incident showing 78mph on Ellesborough Road. It was agreed that the MVAS cameras now need to be relocated urgently, and it was suggested Nash Lee Road and Missenden Road locations. 	DP
Speedwatch team also needs to be promoted with new participants – a volunteer from the floor was told he would be put forward for initial training. 

Item 3.11 Wendover Road Footpath Survey -the initial survey has been carried out and detailed maps provided, however a little more work needs to be done to finish the survey. This is due to be carried out 08.06.26. A further report to cover extra work may incur further costs of £2-£400 – to be reviewed in due course. 	MM

Item 3.14.1 Footpath ELL/58/1 diversion – the footpath diversion around Dirtywood Farm have been approved by Bucks Council and EPC have no objections to raise.
Item 3.15 Affordable Housing – Cllr Hares said that groundworks have commenced on site and that he has received no current feedback from parishioners.

Item 3.17 Dunsmore – Cllr Hamer said that Bucks Council have now refurbished the roads Hill Farm Road, Little London Road and New Road and that he had congratulated the “Fix -my-street” team for a very thorough job. 
Item 3.17.1 White pond – Cllr Hamer said the water level in the White pond has dropped and he thinks the clay liner needs repairing. Item 3.18 HS2 – Possible HS2 HGV’s using Chalkshire Road. Photographic evidence is required to take action. Clerk stated that Stoke Mandeville Relief Road built by HS2 is to be renamed “Paralympic Way”. This has been approved by highways, but may take some time to be recognised on mapping apps.
